is a Mushrik (disbeliever) because this in effect is making an intermediator between Allah
and themselves. Their view is based on the saying of the Prophet, "When you seek
assistance, call on Allah Alone for assistance..."

A: Sayving "by the Prophet's honor” or "by the reward of giving good treatment to parents" when
standing up, is a form of supplicating the Prophet and one's parents for assistance. It is an act of Al-
Shirk-ul-Akbar {major form of associating others in warship with Allah), we seek refuge in Allah,

May Allah grant us success! May peace and blessings be upon our Prophet Muhammad, his family and
Campanions!
